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Firewall Configuration

Firewalls block most network traffic, while allowing approved traffic. If the Wasp software
installer is not able to update firewall settings during the Wasp software installation
process, or the settings are later removed or disabled, here's what Wasp software requires.

Add to the Inbound Allow List:

* MobileAsset v7: Wasp MobileAsset Windows Service: TCP ports 10006 - 10008

Add these programs to the Inbound Rules list. Use the dialog box's Browse button to find
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the program (do not copy/paste the path from below). These are the default paths; it's
possible your path is different.
